
 
Sixth Form Centre Fundraising Campaign Update  

 
The Campaign continues to move on apace.  We have now received pledges for some 
£420,000 and as a result we are intending to move ahead with the first phase of the building 
project this summer.  I am delighted to inform you that planning permission for the building 
has now been granted and a specification agreed.  Companies have been invited to submit 
tenders and so we are quite close to beginning the first phase of this existing project.  I am 
deeply grateful to all who have participated in contributing money so far.  It has been a 
magnificent achievement and a credit to all those people that hold the School in good heart.  
My particular thanks go to Liz Evans and Sam Durrell for their hard work and also the 
Fundraising Committee led by Niall Kelly who have been so engaged in the process. 
 
However, we are still some £330,000 short of our target and this money will need to be 
generated in order to pay for the second phase of the building project, namely the 
refurbishment of the existing facilities.  We would hope to do this in 2011-12 but only if 
funding is forthcoming.  Clearly some money will come from within the School but we will be 
continuing to fundraise to meet our target, and to provide the facilities that are so evidently 
needed.  We have been encouraged by a major funder who in all probability will match fund 
monies directly raised by students, so we are intending to encourage the form groups to seek 
to raise money for the Sixth /Form Centre in individual schemes, sponsorship, competitions, 
concerts etc which would then be doubled up by the donor.  This phase of student 
participation will be planned and got off the ground in the next month.  We have a number of 
other events planned to support the Appeal next year and further information about 
dinner/dances and prospective concerts will come your way in due course.  But the main 
message to communicate is the tremendous success so far of the Appeal and to thank all 
involved for their contribution.

We are seeing very encouraging 
responses from old boys and girls of the School and as part of the fundraising project are 
seeking to extend the database of our Alumni.  May I ask you again that if you are in contact 
with old boys and girls of the School of whatever era, please pass on the information 
(assuming that permission has been granted for that to be done) to Liz or Sam.  The 
database will become an invaluable tool not only for our fundraising ambitions but also to 
support our future plans for professionalising the work of the School in supporting the OCCA 
and keeping in touch with the army of Alumni.
